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Abstract

The issue of women's nationality has always been the focus of many
legal aspects of national legislative bodies and international forums, and
the question has always been raised as to how the citizenship of women
and their husbands will change if women who are citizens of a country
marry citizens of another country. While the change of the world view
from the theory of family unity to the independence of nationality has
created significant achievements, there are still shortcomings in the
practical achievement of independence of nationality, non-gender
discrimination and the human right of all individuals to acquire, transfer
and renounce it. Since the rate of marriages between Iranian women and
nationals of other Middle Eastern countries, especially Irag, Afghanistan,
Jordan and the United Arab Emirates, is significant, the way to deal with
the mentioned issue in the domestic laws of the mentioned countries is of
fundamental importance. Therefore, in this article, while studying related
legal sources, with a descriptive, analytical and comparative method, the
laws of these countries have been examined and verified. In the present
study, it was determined that if an Iranian woman marries a man from
the studied countries, her primary and main nationality will not be taken
away from her, and the man's nationality will not be imposed on her. In
these countries, the principle of independence of the nationality of
spouses has been the basis for the approval of related legal articles in
various ways, and finally, it must be accepted that the progress and legal
developments of the studied countries, as neighbors of our country,
confirm the necessity of revising the laws and regulations related to
nationality in Iran.
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1. “Acquiring the Egyptian nationality by a foreigner does not result in his wife acquiring it, unless
she notifies her wish to obtain it, to the Minister of Interior, and provided the marriage is not
terminated before the lapse of two years from the date she announces her wish, except in case of
the husband's death, The Minister of Interior, may issue a justified decree depriving the wife from
acquiring the Egyptian nationality, before the lapse of the two years stipulated herein”.
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3. Convention on Certain Questions relating to the Conflict of Nationality Laws
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1. (2)A Jordanian woman who marries a non-Jordanian and who acquires the nationality of her
husband may retain her Jordanian nationality unless she renounces it in accordance with the
provisions of this Law, in which case she may subsequently recover her Jordanian nationality by
making an application therefor if her marriage is dissolved for any reason).

2. The children of a Jordanian man shall be Jordanian wherever they are born.

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1. I-The Minister may approve naturalization of a non-Iragi married to an Iragi woman subject to the
conditions set forth in Article 6 hereof, provided the period of residence stipulated in Paragraph ¢ of
item | of Avrticle 6 hereof shall be no less than five years and on condition of continued wedlock.
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2. Three — The individual’s dignity is an extension of the nation’s dignity. Further, there is no
dignity for a country in which women are not honored; women are the sisters of men and partners
in all national gains and responsibilities.
3. “Law applies equally to all citizens, and they are equal in rights and general duties. They may not
be discriminated against due to race, origin, language, religion, or creed”.
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1. The State shall ensure the achievement of equality between women and men in all civil, political,
economic, social, and cultural rights in accordance with the provisions of this Constitution.

2. “A foreign woman who gets married to an Egyptian does not acquire his nationality through
marriage unless she notifies her wish to acquire his nationality to the minister of Interior, and the
marriage has not been terminated before the lapse of two years from the date she announces her
wish, by another reason than his decease. The minister of Interior may issue a justified decree
depriving the wife from acquiring the Egyptian nationality, before the lapse of the two years”.

3. “If a foreign woman acquires the Egyptian nationality under the provisions of the two previous
articles, she will not forfeit it with the termination of marriage, unless she has restored her foreign
nationality, or get married to a foreigner and acquired his nationality by virtue of the law
governing that nationality".

4. "An Egyptian who gets married to a foreigner shall continue to retain her Egyptian nationality
unless she wishes to acquire the nationality of her husband and has recorded that at marriage, or
during the existence of her marriage in case she is entered in her husband's nationality by force of
the law governing it. However, she shall continue to retain the Egyptian nationality if she declares
her wish to retain it within one year from the date she enters the nationality of her husband”.
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2. “The marriage of an alien woman to a UAE citizen of the country shall not entitle her to acquire the

nationality of her husband, unless she informs the Ministry of Interior of her wish to become a

national, and the marriage relationship has lasted for three years as of date of expressing of her
wish on the condition that she must revoke her original nationality”.
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
