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that States are prohibited from doing according to the disarmament
treaty.However, the exact scope of this prohibition is still debated by
experts.The basic question is: what is the extent of the prohibition of
assist, encouragement and inducement? what it's boundaries? For this
purpose, the provision of assistance in the five main disarmament
treaties has been investigated and two important findings have been
